Bike Safety

We are genuinely pleased that so
many of our students choose to ride
their bicycles to school. The influence
of the School Council was vital in the
purchase of a number of locked bike sheds a few years
ago and these are often overflowing with students' bikes.

However more recently we have had a few concerns from
members of the public about the safety of our students.
Some are choosing not to wear their helmets to school
and others have been seen cycling in an unsafe manner.
We would like to remind students and their parents that
student safety is of paramount importance to us. Students
should always wear a helmet when cycling to school and
they should make use of the designhated cycle lanes on

many of our routes to school and ensure
that they cycle in a sensible manner on
the public highways.

With specific reference to Barrack Road

and the surrounding area please remem-

ber that the cycle paths are 'shared' and that members of
the public have right of way. Please also ensure that shop
entrances and the disabled access ramps outside shops
such as the Plumb Centre are not to be used for stunts
etc. Students who are found to be cycling recklessly will
have their cycle permits removed.
