School Crossing Patrol Campaign

Many of the students and parents sup-
ported the petition to protest at the cuts
to the School Crossing Patrol service.
There has also been very positive media
coverage.

The matter was taken to parliament by
local MPs. It would appear however that
the service was not made statutory and
therefore at the mercy of local authority
cost savings. RoSPA, Brake, Road
Safety GB, Sustrans and several other organisations are
in full support of School Crossing Patrols and all agree
that a loss of service will lead to an increase in serious
injuries and deaths on our roads. £30 million worth of cuts
are to be made in Dorset but the saving from school cross-
ing patrols is only £200,000.

The campaign however continues and there is a DCC Pol-
icy Review meeting in June to look at how to keep the ser-
vice. As yet no source of funding has been forthcoming.
